Here is what we know about the district’s four playoff spots (2 large school bracket, 2 small school bracket):

· Already clinched: Roosevelt (large school), Madison (large school), Smithson Valley (small school)

· Controls destiny: Reagan (small school)

· Needs help: MacArthur (small school)

IF MacArthur beats Reagan AND MacArthur beats New Braunfels AND Madison beats Reagan, then MacArthur gets the last small school playoff spot and Reagan is out.

If it doesn’t happen exactly like that, Reagan gets a small school playoff spot and MacArthur is out.  Basically, Reagan needs one more win or one more Mac loss.  Next Saturday’s game is HUGE.

Here is what we know about the district championship:

· Controls destiny: Roosevelt

· Needs help: Reagan, Smithson Valley, Madison

Obviously, if Roosevelt wins out, they are district champs.  

If Smithson Valley wins out and Reagan loses at least once, SV is district champs.  If SV wins out and Roosevelt beats Madison and Reagan wins out, it will be a 3 way tie between SV, Roosevelt, and Reagan and will come down to a positive points tiebreaker.
If Madison wins out and Roosevelt wins at SV, Madison is district champs.

If Reagan wins out and Roosevelt loses to Madison and SV, Reagan is district champs.
